(v) Technical report: presented by Steve Dalziel.  Comments from Wayne Evans:

a. Regional Training Centre (RTC) – 42 boys and 36 girls tried out.  Current program will end March 30 except for a tournament in April; max 14 players to be in tournament.  Played 3 games so far.  Some COE players have been asked to join RTC.

b. Centre of Excellence (COE) – 2 phases, 2nd currently under way.  Saturdays at Dome, Falmouth, Greenwood and soon to start in Digby.

c. Training for Ladies – 30 registered, room for 6 more.  Funded by Sport Canada.
