This 15 week program will help young players to develop: 

Locomotor Skills – running, side stepping, jumping, leaping, stopping & starting 

Stability Skills – balance (static and dynamic) and dodging 

Social Skills – players will show improvement in interaction with other children within a structured 

learning environment that stresses play & imagination. 

Dribbling – players will attempt to use both feet, improve balance & coordination 

Shooting – players will attempt to shoot the ball using the instep (laces) of both the right & left foot 

Passing – players will attempt to pass the ball using inside of the left & right foot. 

Controlling – players will attempt to control the ball before passing it ( AVOIDING KICK &CHASE). 

Scrimmage – players will attempt to use all the general space versus swarming around the ball. 

Players will also begin to understand the concept of cooperation and attempting to make passes to 

team mates. 

Affective – Players will have fun, develop self –confidence, and intrinsic motivation towards the game 

of soccer.
