U8 and U10 Developmental Academy: 
The District’s Technical Staff will offer regional training to all U8 and U10 Aged players in the area.  The program will be run in preparation for the upcoming summer season. The program is available to any player (male and female) signed up to play summer soccer. The Academy will run twice a week (Monday and Wednesday) for four weeks starting May 9th and concluding June 1st . The times and locations are as follows:
Eldridge Road Field

6:00-7:00pm U8 aged players

7:00-8:00pm U10 aged players

U10 Academy League (previously known as High Performance):
The Academy League Program is offered to players born in 2001 and 2002.  In 2011 Valley District will offer four teams on the boys’ side and four teams on the girls’ side.  The individuals who are selected to be on these teams will play in a Valley League, compete in tournaments and have scheduled friendlies versus the South Shore.  The players receive additional training from the District Technical Staff.  The coaches are mentored and have a structured curriculum to follow with their team.  There are try-outs held for each team.  The schedule for the first try-out is as follows…
May 16th – Girls: 5:30-7:00pm / Boys: 7:00- 8:30pm at Eldridge Road Field
U12 BOYS Tier II A: For the boys this summer will see the reintroduction to the Valley Tier II A League.  This league will have teams representing: West Hants, East King’s, King’s West and Kingston/Greenwood.  The expectation is where ever you played U10 soccer that is the area you will try-out for at U12.  The league will play a home and away schedule as well as have friendlies versus the South Shore in the schedule.  This group will receive regular additional training from the District Technical Staff. The coaches will be mentored and they will coach a structured curriculum developed by the Valley Technical Director.  At the end of the season, there will be play-offs and the winner of the play-offs will represent the Valley at Provincials. 
The first try-out date/ time and location has been set as follows:

May 9th 6:00-7:30pm at Eldridge Road Field
U12 GIRLS Tier II A: As mentioned above the structure at U12 is a bit different for the girls versus the boys this year.  The reason for this is that the U10 Academy League (previously known as High Performance) only began for the girls last summer, and consequently the quantity of quality needed to have a U12 League like the boys is not there yet.  Basically we don’t have the depth – do I think we will be there in the next couple of years? Absolutely.  With that said, over the course of the past year there have been more players coming through than what we have seen in the past and to ensure we still have a developmentally focused environment for these players, Valley United will be fielding two U12 teams.  Originally, you may have heard that there would be both a U11 and a U12 team; however the CISL will not be offering a U11 League this year.  Both teams will receive regular additional training from the District Technical Staff. The coaches will be mentored and they will coach a structured curriculum developed by the Valley Technical Director.  The try-out information for this age group is on the Valley United websitehttp://www.valleyunited.ca/. The try-out dates for the U12 girls group is April 11th and April 16th.  Valley United does pre-registration, so please visit their website for more information.
